Liturgical Colours. (RERC 1-18a)

· Liturgical year - clothes peg dolls in vestments

· Liturgical wheel

· Dressing the holy space in liturgical colours.

· Artwork in liturgical colour to display.

· Visit church - children shown vestments.

· Set out open bible on holy place and process to teaching area and back.
