Moses at the Burning Bush: Primary 2
	Language & Literacy

Read Moses at the Burning Bush. Pupils retell the story in their own words.

Use picture or sentence cards to order the events in the story. Story bag – pupils use objects in bag to re-tell the story.
	Art

Watch a clip of Moses at the Burning Bush (Prince of Egypt available on Youtube).

Pupils create a picture inspired by the clip (oil pastels/wax relief would be effective here)
	Display

Create a burning bush in the classroom. Each child gets a flame template or draws around their hand. I say yes to God when…

… I help my mum tidy up.

… I share my toys.

	Drama
Re-enact story

Freeze frame three key events.
For example:

1. Moses busy tending sheep

2. Hears his name and sees burning bush (scared)

3. Takes off his sandals and shows reverence to God.
	Core Learning
In the Image of God
I have listened to the story of the call of Moses at the Burning Bush (Exodus 3) and I am learning that God wants to befriend us and wants us to respond.

Word of God
I can hear, read and recount two or more narratives from the Bible about people who listened to God’s Word and responded to it.

Reign of God
I know that in the Bible there are stories/narratives 
about God.

I have been introduced to the concept of justice and can apply this to my own life by playing fairly with my classmates and by sharing in many different ways.
I know a saint is a person who during their lifetime was moved by the Holy Spirit to say “yes” to God in prayer and action and that, in saints, we get a glimpse of what God is like.
	Language & Literacy Homework: Talking and Listening
Saints/Holy People

Pupils could ask a family member to share their knowledge of a saint, holy person or someone from scripture. This knowledge could then be shared with class.
Depending on ability of class/child then perhaps this research could be done on the internet.

	Language & Literacy/ HWB

God calls us to care for others. Discuss relationships and how we show respect and care for others.
	Music Learn a hymn related to passage. E.g. ‘Do not be afraid’, ‘Yahweh, I know you are near’ or ‘Be Still for the Presence of the Lord.’
Discuss words and their meaning in relation to scripture.
	Language & Literacy
Pupils create a basic comic strip of the story of Moses and the Burning Bush. More able children add a caption to explain each illustration. Less able draw one image to represent story.
	Technology
Make a friendship bracelet using material/wool in colours representing flames. This bracelet represents the fact that the children have answered God’s call.
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
