This is Our Faith – Scriptural Lesson Exemplar

Creation: Primary 5
	SCRIPTURE READING: Language: Talking and Listening/ R.E.

Read Genesis 1.

Give out images and text of the six days of creation. 
Pupils match images to text and order them from memory.


	SCRIPTURE READING AND DRAWING: Art and Design/ Language/ R.E.

Read Genesis 2.

Give pupils seventh day text, and ask them to create an image to represent the Seventh Day. Leave it open-ended to allow pupils to interpret the ‘day of rest’.
	LITURGY

WALL DISPLAY, TIMELINE OF CREATION: Art and Design, Language

Pupils work in groups to create an image for each of the stages of Creation. Could incorporate a caption.
	SCIENCE
Many aspects of Second Level Sciences relate to Creation. Activities could include:

Growing seeds, investigate life cycle and investigate what plants need to grow.

Water cycle – see website below

Properties of light, investigate shadows and mixing of coloured lights.

Sound: how animals communicate, vibrations in water, air and other media.

	LIVING BOOK: Drama

Linked freeze frames. Teacher narrates the seven days, small groups act out the picture using movement and mime. Freeze frame at end of each day. Focus on strong images, slow motion transition.
	CREATION OUT OF KILTER: Drama, Language (Reading)

Script on ‘perfect order and wonder of Creation’.

Read script with teacher; discuss each character and their individual characteristics. Think about how to use body and voice to differentiate between physical characteristics of the bird, fish and cow.
	SCULPTURE. Art and Design/ ICT

Use Clay, plasticine, paper maché, or similar to recreate creation. Ideas could range from making a landscape, adding water, trees, plants etc. Could be done individually or create a class model on a larger scale.

Photograph each stage of model and create powerpoint/animation of pupil’s creation.
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
