                I can hear, read and recall the poetic presentations of God’s creation of the heavens and the earth (Genesis 1; Proverbs 8: 26‐31: Psalm 104: 24‐26) and I recognise God’s joy and playfulness in creating, which illustrates God’s absolute goodness, holiness and love.

                I can hear, read and recall the story of God resting on the seventh day to rejoice and delight in his work of creating, blessing the Sabbath day, and making it holy (Genesis 2: 1) which illustrates God’s wisdom, power and presence.
